	Application:
	Remove all loose rust flakes; grease and dirt using a wire brush. Ensure that all grease and oil are removed with acetone or thinner.

Shake the spray can well.  Check substrate temperature is not below 10ºC. Hold spray can approx. 25 cm from surface to be treated.  Apply two or three coats.

Touch dry after one hour.  Full drying time is between 2-6 hours depending on temperature, humidity and ventilation.  A further layer can be applied after six hours.  The product is best left overnight before applying other coatings.
